Now that we are a few weeks into the school year, we have reviewed our new system for snacks. We are
aware that paying for snacks a full term in advance has been difficult for a small number of parents. So, we
will begin an additional system where parents can chose to pay each day, on arrival at the nursery. This
means that parents can pay 50p for a half-day session or £1 if their child stays all day.

This money will allow us to provide every child with a piece of fruit, a slice of toast and a glass of milk for
each session at a cost of 50p per session or £1 a full day.

To clarify the system, we are now offer two options:
1) to pay for all snacks a term in advance,
2) to pay 50p on the day for each session that is attended,

A third option is for parents to provide their own healthy snacks for their child. As a school we would prefer
Option (1) rather than (2), as this reduces administration (and therefore costs).

For all of us, it is a shame we now need to ask parents to cover costs which in the past we have been able
to afford. However, this is the current state of the education system and all schools, nurseries and Early
Years Settings are facing very similar challenges.
